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For those unfamiliar with our Greenspace activiies, the Chestnut HIlls Green Space Iniiatives Committee brings
together representatives from the Chestnut Hill Community Association, Business Association, Conservancy,
Morris Arboretum, Tree Tenders and area landscape, arborists and conservation experts who share a passion for
green space collaboration. The group oversess, along with other fundraised dollars, an endowment from the James
Black Jr. estate and has disbursed more than half of it During the CHCA fiscal year, Greenspace has given more
than $25,000 in grants and support o:

Pastorius Park -Two grants to the Friends of Pastorius Park (FPP) covering a number of projects: $18,914
(comprised of the two grants below)

Children's Park and Jenks School - The Friends of Children’s Park and Friends of Jenks are exploring new plant and
tree additions in the park and street frontage and have committed t0 three new Chestnut Hil Tree Tenders plants
in the fal 2023, contingent upon PHS approval.

Chestnut Hill Tre Tenders - The group under the CHCA and Greenspace umbrella of fiscal oversight continues its
fine tradition of spring and fall plantings and is working on bulding a team of tree ambassadors. The Tree Tenders.
program s coordinated with the Pennsylvania Horticultural Society and also offers training opportunites.

Friends Meating - A key Greenspace stakeholder on the lower hil, our ongoing partnership identifies synergies to
grow our greenspace impact in an area where development opportunities are underway. We've supported the
Friends annual native plants and pollinator plant sale to further educational opportunities on these topics.

Earth Month - In April, Green Space partners completed a record 10 cleanup projects for Earth Month and 4 regular
monthiy cleanups in our area. The regular cleanups continue to harmess nearby community members long after any
Earth Month celebration. We also held a successful friendraising party at the end of 2023 at Foliage plant boutique
to bring everyone together.

Education & Engagement - Educational Grant $1300-$1500 The Greenspace group has purchased 100 copies of
the "Philadelphia Trees" Field Guide Book to use for educational ffarts to promote greenspace and our important
tree canopy in our area.

On behalf of the Boards of Directors of the Chestnut Hill Community Association and the Chestnut
Hill Local, thank you for your support of the 2022-2023 CHCA Annual Appeal. The appeal ended
with 435 donations totaling $170,239. This is a 104% increase over our 2021-2022
appeal total and a 62% increase in the number of donations.
